Before | wote to you, ny interest, concerning this question, induced me to a
correspondance with Myr. Querard des Lauriers and other inportant persons of the Catho-
lic Resistance. The answers | received contained reflections, enlightening several of ny
questions, but | nust still say, that they scarcely touch the essential conplex of que-
stions of the episcopal powers and Their 1iportance 1Tn {he franework of the Church,

' The matter is the followng: the opinion of certarn cercles of Resistance Is that
the adm ni stered consecrations by Myr. Ngo-dinh-Thuc are schismatic, because they are
not perfornmed according to the valid ecclesiastical rules, e.g. the dispositions of the
affirmed Canon Law by Benedict XV. It requires for the election of a bishop the appoint-
ment by the Roman Pontiff, and |ays down the neasure, if the rules are not being foll oned
(W assume, that the new Canon Law, decreed by counter-Pope John Paul 11, is not being
consi dered here.)

To be able to give an answer to the question, there should - to ny opinion - be
three points to be clarified:

1. the nature of jurisdiction of the Roman Pontiff;
2. the nature of the episcopal power in the Church; o
3. the attitude, as it is required in the religious position in the world.

Each one of these three points will be explained in succession, as, inny opinion, the

Catholic centres of Resistance should work on nore considered and thorough studies, as

it is of inportance that these matters should be reflected in depth and be taken up se-
riously. Notice, that in several oriental Churches, united with Ronme, the nomnation of

the bishop is done by the Patriarch and not by the Roman Pontiff, or by one or the other.
But, on the other hand, the election of the Bishop of Rome does not depend on the B shop
of Rone, i.e. that a Pope cannot nomnate his follower while he is alive.

1. THE NATURE OF POAER OF JURI SDI CTI ON OF THE ROVAN POPE

In the Catholic Church we nust distinguish two kinds of power or authority: potestas or-
dinis (power to consecrate) and potestas jurisdictionis (power of jurisdiction). The pow
er of consecration entitles to the celebration of the Holy Mysteries, to admnister the
sacranents, which conforms to the priesthood,- and in an absolute fullness to the bishops.
The power of jurisdiction is the power to govern the Church (to define judgnent), whilst
the Bishop of Rome is entitled to the universal right of judgenent, the local right of

j udgenent bel ongs to the bishops - in unionwth the Roman Pontiff.

The power of consecration follows unchangeabl e divine |aws. But the power of ju~
risdiction follows human | aws; in conscience they oblige under sin, but they are change-
abl e, according to the decisions of the Church

The Council| of Trent teaches that the power of consecration is given by the sacra
nent_of. consecration by neans of a specific rythe, and the power of jurisdiction by auth-
rrsation of thé Roman Pontiff. According to the Roman Pontifical, the candidate, questi- |
oned by the bishop, has to answer the consecrating bishop if the required Apostolic man-
-date is at hand. _

In view of these considerations we nust realise that the primacy of the Pope

- the Bishop of Rone - who possesses the universal power of jurisdiction as well as the
infaIIibiIitY, is aprivilege, which, by tradition, is being recognised and defined for
the Bishop of Rome as TolTower of St. Peter and the Vicar of Christ. But in the strict
sacramental sense of the Church, as admnistrator of the Holy Mysteries, the Bishop of
RONME POSSESSES no greater power of office than the other bishops, as followers of the
Apostles.

Concerning the procedures of the el ection, they have changed during the course
of time, as the (fpurel y) ecclesrastical human and changeable |aws were altered too. The
finally codified formof the election by St. Pius Xwas the result of a |ong devel op-
nent, of which, at the beginning, it was up to the people and the clergy (of Rone) to
elect their bishop. VW nust also renmenber the role that worldly authorities PlaKEd on
such occasions. That is how, for instance, it was due to the right of veto of the enpe-
ror of the Holy Roman Enpire, which was used for the last time in 1903, that the enpe-
ror Franz Joseph - using this right - prevented the freemason Ranpolla, already elected
by the bishops, to take the Chair of St. Peter.

It is therefore clear that the Bishop of Rome is entitled to the universal juris-
diction for the election of all bishops of the local jurisdiction. But this electionis
inno way essential for the episcopal power of consecration in the Sacranental Sense.
VEanwii [e The Di Shop, Wno CONSEecrates new bi SNOpPS Wi L houl required apostolic mandat e,
coonmts an illegal act of consecration, illegal consecrations and an extreneIY grave
sin, which, by canonical right, is punished with excomunication. But this illegality
does not affect in any way the internal value and the sacramental validity, as the bi-
shop has the distinguishing feature of a sacramental authority of power, a nysterious,
all valid and absol ute power, which is neither less than the one belonglng to the Bishop
of Rone, it does not proceed fromhim nor can it be essentially been brought about
through him

2. THE NATURE OF THE EPI SCOPAL POMER | N THE CHURCH

I't has now becone clear that the episcopal consecration in the Church contains the ab-
solute fullness and absol ute perfection of the power of consecration. It follows there-
fore thal the conflicts, cONCerning the carried out eprscopal consecrations by Myr. Ngo-
dinh-Thuc can refer only to the question of legality. According to the sane teaching,

no one can be mstaken that the sacraments, admnistered by Myr. Ngo-dinh-Thuc are va-
lid, that means, that the newy consecrated hi shops have recelved, through the appro-
priate rythe the fullness of the priesterhood, which have elevated themto the rang of
followers of the Apostles. It is perforce so, as the power of consecration as such does
not depend on the power of jurisdiction. What T3 ' € f1ac
Tnd—out 7T The carried™out consecrarions of Myr. Thuc are illegal, (and in this case
they are schismatic, because there were no canonical mandates) or if they are still |e-
gal considering the present situation in the Church. W have to proceed fromthe basic
assunption that the Chair of St. Peter is jurisdically vacant, in fact occupied by a
nunber of anti-'Popes', who support the heresy of the Second Vatican Council. It is un-
derstandi bl e that those, who do not accept this basic assunption, consider the consecra-
tions of Myr. Thuc as schismatic, because, in their opinion, there existe a Pope, whose
universal jurisdiction has not been respected

The clarification of this conflict is of the greatest inportance concerning those
who consider the Chair of St. Peter to be vacant, but still think that the consecrations
of Myr. Thuc are schismatic, because there was no nmandate of a Pope. They think that
not hing can be done concerning the consecrations of hishops as long as there is no Pope.

It is inportant to have a solution concerning the disEUte, because we all know
that the Holy See is not only vacant just now - because of the death of a Pope or an-
other accidental circunmstance - but because we stand in a very specific situation, in
whi ch the vacancy arises out of the heresy and there is no sensible reason to suppose,
that the historical facts would soon and easily solve thensel ves.

Except for the fact of the concrete consecrations by Myr. Ngo-dinh-Thuc and bK
the di sturbances which they brought about, it is absolutely essential to ascertain the
following doctrinairy question: Is it permssible ina situation |ike ours that a Catho-
lic bishop consecrates by circunmvention of the canonical regulations?

| think that in away the catechismgives us already the answer. W all know tha
inasituation of difficult and urgent need a sacrament can be adm nistered wthout con-
sideration of the mormal circuistances of laid down rules. The spirit and the grace

- Al'so any priest can and nust - in danger of death - absolve fromsin and adm nister

Extreme Unction, even if he does not possess the canonical right for the nornmal case,
even if he is transferred back to laity or has been excommunicated by the Church; be-
cause his priesterly power is eternal and inviolable and does not depend on the human-
ecclesiastical |aws, which govern the Church. In this sense the admnistration of these
sacranents are not forbidden but rather conmanded.

- Asimlar criterionis valid for nmarriage in those cases, in which it is not possible
for an outstanding long tinme to visit a priest. Under this condition, and considering
the fact, that in this sacrament the admnisters are identical with those who are to
be married, the will of nmarriage can be accepted as |egal, because union in narriage
and the procreation in the world are of divine order, and cannot be abolished by the
unenforceability of ecclesiastical |laws of human nature. Here too it is the clear case
of not being illicit.

The sanme applies to the sacrament of consecration. All traditionalists accept without
hesitation that NPr. Lefebvre took the opportunity and decided to ordain priests without
having the papal licence to act this way; because, facing the modernistic crisis and the
conplete failure of the hierarchy, there arose the necessity which demands the continu-
ation of the Catholic priesthood.

Why shoul dn't the sane argunents apply at the sane tinme - and even with greater
i npetuosity - where the episcopate is concerned? Here the necessity is extremly nore
grave and not to be ignored, as it is the survival of the Church herself which is invol-
ved. |f the transmssion of the episcopal dignity comes to an end, i.e. the apostolic-
hi erarchical systemends, the life of the Church on earth finishes

The argunentation: wait and Pray, God w Il 'save' H's Church as by a mracle,
seens to us, and this must be clearly stated, pharisaical, nessianic¢ and judaistic. Apart
fromthis, it is a strange way of the tradition, as according to the Catholic faith, the
tradition assures thécontinuation of the Church. The true mracle of this time lies in
the sacrament, that inparts the divine grace. This is the case at the fullness of the
priesthood and the apostolic succession.

VWhat matters 1n the first place, is to get the clear know edge about the true na-
ture of the episcopal power in the Church. Qur Lord Jesus Christ established H s nonar-
chic constrtuted Church w th Pefér as the Head. But the power of St. Peter consists in
governing the universal Church (potestas iurisdictionis) and in the Eapal infallibility.
One may 1n no way confuse the fullness of power of St. Peter with a kind of sacred powver
of a higher nature as the one of the bishops, who perpetuate the apostolic tradition,
whi ch means the Church herself. The Pope is therefore, in the strict sacramental sense
anot her bishop, just the Bishop of Rome, endowed in his office of bishop with the privi-
| ege of the universal jurisdiction and the doctrinarian infallibility, 1f ex cathedra
?e gaﬁes deci sions concerning matters of faith and norals. This is how things have to be

ooked at .

The denial or depreciation of these truths derives fromthe extentions of the po-
pery in the last ecclesiastical centuries, which go back to the heretic doctrines of the
Jew Lainez (superior of the Jesuits) at the Council of Trent, where the Pope & supposed
to be everything in the Church and represents inclusively the Church. Though the Council
of Trent did not accept these errors, they have still devel oped gradually In the course
of the [ast centuries and becone the source of the feeblem nded nentality of sone ‘'tra-
ditionalists ', who sift the nosquito and | et pass the camel.

_ VWhat then are the bishops in the Church? The answer is given again by the cate-
chism But many do not see clear. The bishops are the successors of the Apostles. Their




existence is determned by the apostolic nature of the Church, and t h ey are part
of her existence. It is of this apostolic nature, transmtted through the eﬁiscopal con--
secration, that depends the survival of the Church, of a Church, who is in her profoun-
dest sense a sacrament. This neans, that the Church is the true divine presence in the
world, the presence of the divine grace, which she bestows tThrough tThe sacranents.

These subjects nust be thoroughly studied and appropriately considered by the
Catholic resistance, where it is of inportance to { ight against the nodernistic heresy,
and al so because of the possible intention of attar lang it in its whole dimensions. To
this also belongs the false papolatristic traditior.ilism.

5. THE ATTI TUDE TO BE TAKEN I N THE ACTUAL RELIG QUS PCSITION I N THE WORLD

Admtted the fact that the present situation of the Church is, as we have introductory
explained it in our quoted manifestation, with a vacant Holy See, occupied with a num
ber of anti-'Popes' and an universal episcopate in heretic unity with the Second Vati -
can Council - what actually neans that these bishop thrones are also vacant -, we be-
lieve that then, ina fewyears, the Roman, hierarchical and visible Churchwll have
di sappeared on earth, swalloped up by the heresy.

This danger can and nust be avoi ded bY a full exertion of the potestas ordinis
R% the Catholic bishops, who are in the world as long as they live inTt." TT this 1s

at obV|ousIg and in principle Myr. Ngo-dinh-Thuc is suEposed to have done, there
shoul d never be an argument concerning this fact under the point of view of the Catho-
lic faith.

W do not knowif Myr. Ngo-dinh-Thuc is such a 'saint' as Myr. Lefebvre. \% al so
ignore if the novenent, caused by the consecrations administred by him w | branch of f
in new extravagant ways or in sectarian hallucinations, as happened in Palmr. | for
nysel f hope and trust that it will not happen and base ny trust on the devel opment, as
You, Excellency (Carmona), show forth by your personal engagenent.

In any way it cannot be doubtful for anyone that a Catholic bishop has to nake
use of his power of office in the present situation. Gowh and decadence of the eccle-
sia?tic?! Llfe inthe world are both related to the light and the darkness of the apo-
stolic light.

One is very much mstaken, if one wants to narrow the subject on holiness in the
sense of a subjective, ethic attitude in the sense of 'devotio noderna'. \Wat is of
interest above this, is the objective holiness of the Church, which comunicates it-
self only in a sacranental way by fieans of the fully exercised episcopal powers.

A curve of the Church's decadence of the latest centuries proves that it always
occurs when the bi shops cease to execise their power of authority. The holy episcopa
povwers, received fromthe Apostles and carried on through tradition, areof divine right.
And here we ask the question which forces itself to be solved, regarding the Roman and
Apostolic Church in our historical hour of the present crisis and worldw de apostasy:
there is no doubt, that the Roman Pontiff, bishop of Rome, is conpetent - through holy
tradition - to appoint the bishops sees according to his own right of universal juris-
diction. This is undisputable and nust not be viol ated.

But: Do the bishops, as successors of the Apostles, |oose their episcopal power

to resune the continuation of the Church in the case of a |onger vacancy of the

Holy See? Do they |oose the potestas generandi (the power of spiritual creation,

of spiritual testinony; note of the eartor) to found new |ocal parishes, a power,

possessed by the Apostles, which they applied in fullness in the old Church. \Was
this an outstanding power, belonging to the Apostles and only to them and only
under the reservation of the primate of St. Peter, and which |ater on died out?

(In this case the bishops would be a kind of reduced successors of the Apostles.

Wul d then the Jew Lainez not be right?)

The potestas ordinis as well as the potestas generandi are of divine right. And in a
normal_governnent of the Church, as Wwe knew 1t up to Pius XI|, all this is orderly set-
tled, harmonised and controlled by the Canon Law, even if without doubt, the bishops
of those times, as heirs of the nodern revolution and as a nodern people, had | ost
nearly totally the deep realisation of the apostolic nature of their status. This also
explains the sad rol€; prayed be the So-called 'traditional™ bishops al the Second Va-
tican Council: Cnsessed by papism they took refuge under the |eadership of the anti-
'Pope' Montini, who promsed themdeceitfully to save the true doctrine at the right
moment. The result was, that the bishops - successors of the Apostles - did not exer-
cise their power and threw the Church into the darkness of the nodern heresy.




It is an elementary truth, which cannot be proclained |oud enough, that the holy,
catholic, visible and hierarchical Church is not founded solely on Peter, but Peter
and the Apostles, united in the comunity of faith in Jesus Christ. Amcordin? to
the divine right it is therefore a duty in conscience for a bishop, who has still re-
mai ned faithful in the world, under the threat of Ioosin? his salvation, to exercise
h}scﬁppstolic powers without restrainment, fully und wholly, so to contine the Church
of -Chri st.

The bi shop, who acts this way, as well as the new bi shops, consecrated by him
woul d certainly not be authorised to elect the Bishop of Ronme, because this right be-
longs to the local church in Rone, which ist, today illegally usurped by a heresy. They
al so are not authorised to occupy the usurped bishoprics held by the heretics of the
whol e world, but in agreement wth tradition, they may found new churches and provide
themw th the necessary powers of office.*)

Further they can, in agreement with the clear catholic and orthodox tradition
meet for synods or local councils to condemn heresies and to govern the Church the way
the Apostles used to do - until such time that the See of Peter has been reconquered
for the true Church. Nothing is in the way to elect al so a patriarch

VWhat these bi shops shoul'd not do, under any circunstances, 1S to el ect a new Pope,
also not to found any kind of sect and also not to adopt an universal jurisdiction by
founding a nodern religious order, which would not be in accordance with the apostolic
intention, (as Lefebvre does).

What they should do, is just this: to act the way the Apostles did - and nothing

‘an idea to ponder about - to the well-being of the faith and the holy Church. The tra-
dition of the Church is very richin institutions, laws and custons, which can be re-
stored to life nowadays with full legitimacy in this age of the cataconbe, to which we
are condemmed.

| f we do not doubt this and follow hunbly the principles of tradition, free from
sectariani sm messianism, and a mania of mracles, the grace of the Holiest will in-
flame inus the Living Spirit through H's Son Jesus Christ, and the Church will never
cone to an end.

|s MGR, LEFEBVRE A VALIDLY CONSECRATED BI SHOP?

Since the adress of Myr. Lefebvre on May 27th, 1976 in Montréal / Canada, in which he
confirnmed that the freemmson Achille Liénart had ordained hi mbishop, the debate, if
the admini stered consecrations were valid, i.e. if he hinself is a validly consecra-
ted bi shop, does not cone to an end, neither publicly nor privately. Apart fromocca-
sional indications concerning this problem we have so far not given any official com
mentary concerning this subject, as the present informations are, in our opinion, in-
sufficient for a conclusive evidence for the validity of the consecrations W think that
an evi dence can neither be carried on positively or negatively. For our battle against
t he LCef ebvrei sm sound arguments (for instance the obliging acknow edgement of the in-
valid "NOM"' for the nmenbers of the Fraternity - conmanded by Lefebvre under threat
of dismssal -, the obliging acknow edgenent of the heretics Montini, Luciani and Wbj -
tyla as legitimate Popes) have been sufficient to show that Mgr. Lefebvre with his or-
ganisation is only a traditional group of rebels, inside the apostate ‘'Church'-ograni-
sation, which has definitly nothing to do with the true Catholic resistance, but on the
contrary destroy it according to plan, wherever it is possible.

In the meantime quite a nunber of priests have left the Fraternity and work as
clergymen in the different Mass-Centres (or try to do so). This circunstance |eads us




to point out the problens connected with their ordinations.

Here we bring extracts of a speach, given by Myr. Lefebvre an May 27, 1976 in Mo
tréal, which has started the world-w de debate:

Since this publication becanme official
two or three nonths have gone by, and | heard of no repercussion and no contradiction.
Unfortunately | must tell you now that this cardinal Liénart is ny bishop, it is HE who
has ordained me, it is he who has consecrated ne bishop. It's not nmy fault... Luckily,
the consecrations are valid... Nevertheless it was very painful for me to |earn about
this." (Quoted fromthe German translation by M. Hugo Maria Kellner, Ph.D. / US A,
letter No.72 of July 1977; the informations concerning Liénart, menbership to the free-
masonary are to be found in No.5! of the periodical CH ESA VIVA, of March 1976; adress:

The author also proves that Liénart was a satanist. The Marqui s was secret camer-
lingo and had a good know edge of the freemason—-infiltration into the Vatican, mainly
the activities of Ranpolla, who was under Leo XIlI| undersecretary of state, cardinal
and freemason.

Shortly after these facts had become known, there were doubts concerning the va-
lidity of the consecrations of Liénart und Mgr. Lefebvre. But soon they resunmed to the
question: had the highgrade freemason and satanist Liénart the intentional disposition
in 1928 to receive the episcopal consecration validly? If one would have to answer this
question in the negative, the follow ng consequences would arise: I|f Liénart had not re-
ceived the episcopal consecration validly, the consecration admnistered to Lefebvre
woul d naturally also be invalid, the sanme applies then to the ordinations adm nistered
by Mgr. Lefebvre.

In this connection the follow ng has been argued: even if the episcopal conse-
cration of Marcel Lefebvre, administered by the priest Liénart should be invalid, the
two co-consecrators have admi ni stered the episcopal consecration validly. This argunent
would be correct, if one would know for certain that Lefebvrewas previously validly or-
dained priest. But as his ordination to the priesthood was al so admi nistered by Liénart,
whose epi scopal consecration is just questiohable, one cannot agree to this argunent, as




on the other hand the administration of a valid ordination to the priesthood can only
take place if the episcopal consecration of the administrator is valid.

The question whether Liénart was in 1928 intentionally so disposed as to receive
the episcopal consecration validly, was answered in cercles of the Catholic resistance
in different ways:

- M. Hugo Maria Kellner Ph.D. / U S A tried to furnish proof of the invalidity with
reference of possible forgeries in canon |law of 1917 (letters No. 72 and 75 from 1979).
- In 1979 the late Abbé E. Robin / France falls inwith this argunent.

- Father Guérard des Lauriers, then still priest, tried to refute the brought up argu-
ments (letter dated 14th June, 1979).

- Ms. Goria Riestra in TRENTO al so accepted the consecration as valid

- Doubts on the other hand were nentioned by M. A Eisele, editor of SAKA-Informations
at the beginning 1980.

- Bishop Vezelis (THE SERAPH of 1983) and also the Mexican bi shops have strong doubts
concerning the validity.

- Prof. B.F. Dryden / U S. A (circular-letter, dated 27th April, 1983) supports their
validity.

- To presune that the consecrations were valid one could state the fact that Liénart has
definitely received the consecration validly, just because as a bishop he wanted to be

detrinental to the Church. (Similarly as hosts are also validly consecrated by fallen-
away priests at 'Black Masses', with the intention to desecrate the Body of Christ.

We have discussed this problemin Minich repeatedly and in details (over 8 hours)
with the late Rev. Fr. Oto Katzer Ph.D.: the fact of belonging to the freemasonry is
not sufficient as such to prove the invalid reception of the consecration. It makes it

only irreqular. The CIC forbids in this case the practice of the illictly received pow
ers. The attendance as such at 'Black Masses' is not sufficient indication. Liénart's
heresy and the destruction of the faith at the Second Vatican Council, which is also

menti oned by Mgr. Lefebvre, give no direct indication of his nentality respectively his
intentional nmental attitude in 1928, at the tine of his consecration (respectively 'con-
secration'). But if one adds all aggravating points and takes into consideration the ex-
posed position of Liénart in the freemasonry, they do raise doubts for a proof of neces-
sary intention for the valid reception. Rev. Fr. Katzer, who first vehenently refused
to be concerned with this subject, said shortly before his death, "that things do not
stand in favor of Lefebvre." He meant the validity of his consecration; doubtful, be-
cause of the uncertain intention of Liénart.

But it could have been possible that purposely, as nmentioned before, Liénart had
the necessary intention, because he wanted to be detrimental to the Church. This possi-
bility is being accepted - only: it cannot be proved

In our opinion there is no positive proof either for the validity or the invali-
dity of the consecrations. Such a risky undertaki ng must necessarily end in noralttheo-
| ogi cal, respectively moralpsychological specul ations, as it is inpossible to ask car-
di nal Liénart about his attitude at that time - he is dead. If he could give an answer
it would be uncertain if he would remenber his former intention, and if yes, if he would
tell us the truth.

For the administration of the sacraments the principle "tutior" should be applied,
i.e. the infallible adm nistration nust be chosen. In a case of a proved dubi ous admini-
stration, the Church orders to repeat this sacranent sub conditione

In this present case we agree with the recommendati ons, given by Mgr. Guérard des
Lauriers OP to his pupils, who had been ordained by Mgr. Lefebvre (or: 'ordained' ) and
had left his organisation due to dogmatic differences. At the time Mygr. Quérard des Lau-
riers was not yet consecrated Bi shop, and said: Considering the circumstance of their
doubt ful ordinations by Mgr. Lefebvre, to subnmit to an ordination sub conditione

The doctors of the Lawwarrant that a satanist or a heretio may validly be anointed
into any rank of the clergy ; that if he happens to be a bi shop he may validly dis-
pense the sacrament of order to his fellow traitors. There is however one condition -
supposing all the others satisfied - upon which the doctors concentrate, because
enemes of the Church apparently will hardly be able to fulfil it.

They are then oareful to oonfect a valid nmass, and their heinous intention warrants
their intention oOf operating the transubstantiation : indeed they i mediately start
defiling the Saviour's crucified body once the consecration ha3 been conpleted. - Such
is the satanists' behaviour and creed according to our subtle theol ogical experts who
share the satani sts' sacranental views about transient sincerity. - This subtlety means
that the Holy Trinity may be wilfully abused by the Devil and made subservient to the
hel lish plot of the free-masons ; but God cannot serve the fiends who attack and destroy
Hig ohurch. The subtle argunent is a grievous bl aspheny whi ch we put down as bl gt nunher.

The "Acta Apostolorum" provide us with an astounding occurence : St Peter inflicting
capital. puni shnent upon Anani a3 and his wife. He and his wife, though, had not tried
to destroy the cbristian community ? they sincerely intended to Joinit. The trouble
was that they pretended having given the whole price of their wordly goods to the
deacons, whewas they had kept part of the nmoney in case they should need it later.

St Peter before striking themdead with his spiritual condemmation said to Ananias 1
"Wy did you lie to the Holy Ghost ?" (V, 3). These words expl ai n the shocki ng
vengeance that the Head of Christ's Churoh exacted for so small,apparently-innocuous
a fraud. The lesson cannot then fail to escape our attention, since God enphasized it’
with two mracul ous deaths. Today we nust understand fromthis atrocious episode that
no "mol es" howsoever dormant can deceive the Holy Ghost and be anointed into the church
as God's nissionaries. Despising scriptural evidence is blot nunber three.

The doctors of the Lay apply the sane criteria to dispensers and receivers. But the
real point is this : when does a Christian enjoy the frudt of a sacranent ? - Vhen
it brings himthe grace it normal |y procures hi mex opere operato. What validity
means for himis the only rel evant question to which the theol ogi cal experts have
never cared to answer. They have never thought of the supernatural essence of the




t hi ng whi ch sacraments signify and are nmeant to achi eve. The sacranents of the dead,

i. e. Baptismand Penance, are validly received when they bring (back) into divine
life, disgraoed souls that were labouring under (nortal) sins. It is true the sinners'
intentionis then all - inportant, not the darkness of “their souls : the sane has been
aptly said about the dispensing mnisters ; the sins they nay have comtted cannot
interfere with the validity of their mnistering. But the other sacranents are called
"sacraments of the living" because they are supposed to procure additional graces to
Christians already partaking of God' s |life. Therefore the Church has required that the
candi dates to the sacrament of order, which is the nmost eninent sacranent of the Ii-
ving, should confess their sins on the eve of their consecration. Their hearts nust be
as pure as the hearts of the Apostles on the day of Pentecost. - Cn the contrary the
souls of noles are as black as the spiritual death that they choose when they conceal
fromthe Fathers-Confessors their being devoted to Satan. During the actual ordination
they coomit a second sacril ege when they are anointed with Chrismand pretend to recei-
ve the Holy Ghost. They only receive their condemmation fromH m exactly as when they
eat their condemation in the Euoharist : Jesus and the Holy CGhost repel their souls
and their infernal tenants still farther on the way to abysmal night.

It is absurd to maintain that these souls then spiritually marked for Hell will for
ever bear the stanp of the Holy Ghost which is indelible and makes thempriests "in
aeternum, secundum ordi nemMelchisedech." Not visited by God's grace they cannot be
attained by the secondary effect of bhe spiritual unction that ought to have communi -
cated themthe special grace apostles always require to fulfil their mnistry. Lacking
what is essential they are surely deprived of the aftermath,

The doctors! point of viewis sheer terrene legalism. They ought to deal with trade-
uni on probl ens not with supernatural ones. Blot nhunber four.

The truth of the preceding nystical process is attested as expressing both the Spirit
and the Letter of sacranental |aws by the Holy Ghost who has had the constitution
"Qum ex_Aposgtolatus Officio" wittenfor us in 1588, It is directed at "the foxes who '

Since a true pope wants to avoi d equi vocation, Paul |V
has insisted heavily : "Nothing can validate such epi scopal consecrations"... "Such

nmen, when raised to the rank of bishop3... or Supreme Pontiffs have not actually

received any right of spiritual or Tenporal governnent in the Church." As the infil-
trated nol es have never been bi shops, they nust not |eave any poison in the Church.
"Bvery one of their deeds, words or decrees, every act of their admnistrationis

voi d and nul | . These have not inparted any right or power to anybody." After the im
postor, all his progeny is expelled. Al the tunnels that had been burrowed are filled
up agai n.

This irrefragabl e expl anati on cannot be despi sed by any Christian, however great a
doctor he may be.

There have been controversies about the field of application of this nost inportant
Constitution : this is unavoi dable, since there is no papal authority to tell the
truthinall fields.

THE LATTER DAY CHURCH

The catholic Church is to start growng again after escaping fromthe snares of the an-
tichristian shamreforners; but who is to govern Her with Saint Peter's power in Jesus
name? This is the question that is nowand again put to the scattered flock |ooking for
the good shepherd across woods and mountains. One of the different ways pointed out to
the roving sheep is described in the last issue of FORTS DANS LA FOI*)in whi ch Father
Barbara, a well-known French priest of Al gerian extraction, gives his answer to the an-
gui shed request of those that he has led through the wilderness.

O course, for already three lustres we have becone conversant with Lefebvre's
pretended attenpt at conquering the Roman citadel back fromthe enemes occupying for-
ces. He has steafastly maintained that the shampopes were mere |iberals that would al -
lowhimto enjoy a foothold in the nowwell-defended, antichristian stonghold.

Fat her Barbara's |ong-expected solution combines sone features of the above-nen-
tioned theses with some traits of his own. Hs originality is that he wants The Roman
clergy to elect the pope everybody is hoping for. This is quite congruent with the nost
ancient catholic tradition, since the college of cardinals was created in the middleages
to represent the Roman clergy. Apart of it, as Father Barbara IMMGNES, will revolt a-
gainst the ruling AntTchrist and choose a really catholic bishop to govern the true
Church, urbi and, ipso facto, orbi. This pope will really be heaven-sent according to
thg deisvacantists' expectation, for two further mracles will support this wondrous
rebel lion:

And,
their being conscious of their guilt made themblind to evidence. Fr. Barbara hinself
has vainly travelled round the world to make a bishop repent: he knows how unlikely,
froma human point of view, card.

Froma nystical point of viewthis conversion, the very concept of it, sounds
nonsensical. Fr. Barbara eggs us on to admt that a renegade such as card. Siri can be
another Saul of Tarsus. But Saul had not for 25 years been a dumb watch-dog; he had not
suffered sacrileges to be declared agreeable to God. As he went to Damascus to persecute
Jesus, he was a sincere Jew, a m staken but zeal ous Pharisee. He had never refused to
be the witness of truth. Indeed God has never pronoted apostates: He will not change and
has precisely taken care to tell us so. He effectively used Paul |V as H's nouth-piece
towarnus. Hewll not nake a 'Sirian'-mracle, in Rome nowadays.

It is caPitaI to note that Fr. Barbara's day-dreamng pictures what practically
the whol e catholic clergy and laity has been expecting since Roncalli turned Rone into
the Scarlet Woman: conquerin? back the sacred precincts. Wandering through our nodern
Babyl one, every exile IonPs or the hallowed ground where his forefathers have worshi pped
God. Fr. Barbara remarkably stages the fulfilling of that universal longing. (Concupis- .
cit et deficit anima mea in atria Domni.) This 1s the utopia of the sedisvacantists as
wel | as the lure Lefebvre has kept dangling in front of the traditionalists: tomorrow
the apostate churchwill turn back to Jesus the Lord, the exiles will at once be back
inJerusalenl Fr. Barbara contributes to their fostering this harnful delusion. Naive
Christians are encouraged to believe that God is prone to converting a false church,
